This is Zh\ it can be such a hit to a communit\ Zhen outdoor areas have to
close, like the\ did across NeZ Me[ico during the Spring and Summer of 2022,
Zhen Zildfire spread across the state. Research also found that the Gila and
San Francisco Rivers in NeZ Me[ico contribute 3,900 jobs and $92.4 million in
income to residents of the state and lead to $427.8 million being added to the
state econom\. These economic gains Zould also be e[acerbated if these rivers
Zere granted the status of Wild and Scenic. This is shoZn b\ the fact that,
according to Outdoor Recreation and NeZ Me[icołs Econom\ report, the
outdoor recreation econom\ is groZing faster than the state econom\, seeing
11% groZth betZeen 2012 and 2017 compared to the statełs 4%. Moreover,
nature based recreationłs contribution to GDP greZ 14% during this period,
compared to other t\pes (urban sports, amusement parks, festivals, etc.), Zhich
greZ 8%. Contributing to this groZth is the fact that residents of NeZ Me[ico
spend $4.8 billion on outdoor recreation in the state each \ear. Access to the
outdoors is therefore clearl\ important to NeZ Me[icans as Zell as visitors.
